The 
Learn to Skate program teaches skaters of all ages and 
abilities the fundamentals of ice-skating.  The Olympic 
Oval follows the U.S. Figure Skating Basic Skills program 
offering a goal oriented progression of skills development.  

 

 
 

Classes include - 

• 30 minute on-ice group lesson with a Utah Olympic 
Oval staff instructor or professional coach 

• 15 minute practice ice time in between most classes 
• Rental skates and helmets (required for ages 8 and 

under) to use during class and practice time  

 How to Register 
Register in person, by mail, facsimile, or on-line at 
www.olyparks.com.  Registrations must be paid in full by 
cash, check or a major credit card.   

• Enroll any time space is available and a minimum of 
4 classes remain in the session.  No discount/prorate. 

• Late Fee: Registrations accepted on or after the 

first day of class require a $10.00 late fee. 

• Effective September 1, 2009 - Register 7 days prior 
to the first day of class to receive a Punch Pass for 5 
Free Public Session Admissions.  Pass is available 
on the first class day and expires on the last class 
day.  Rental skates $2.00 if needed.   

• Multi-Family Member Discount: First two members 
of one family at same address pay full price, all 
subsequent members get $5.00 off the session. 

• Receive a $5.00 discount when repeating a level. 

• Skate School Stars Program: One FREE LTS session 
will be awarded from entries earned in the current 
session. Drawing held on last day of class. Must be 
present to win. Entries are earned during a session 
for 1) every third session of consecutive enrollment, 
2) when you have no late arrivals to class, and 3) 
when you pass the last level in your skills group.     

• Any class with less than 3 students WILL BE 
combined with another class.  Not every class level 

is available during all of the time slots.  

• One make-up class allowed per session.  Arrange 
through Skating Coordinator 24-hours prior to use. 

• All refunds must be requested in person and 
accompanied with a written refund request. No 
refunds are given after the first day of the program.  
Utah Olympic Oval may withhold 25% of the refund 
(registration fee) for administrative costs.

*Effective July 1, 2009 – Annual registration fees are paid 
per student, annually.  Registration period is 7/1-6/30.  Fee 
includes U.S. Figure Skating (USFS) Basic Skills 
Membership that entitles the card holder to: 
• Participate in lessons and tests associated with USFS. 
• Enter and compete in any approved Basic Skills 

competition or any Basic Skills portions of regular 
USFS Invitational Competitions. 

• Keep track of their progress utilizing an official Basic 
Skills Record Book. 

• Sports Accident Insurance. 
• Membership in the Governing Body of Figure Skating. 
The annual registration fee also includes a badge for each 
level passed (one per session).  Additional badges may be 
purchased for $1.50.  All new skaters also receive an 
Olympic Oval program tee-shirt.   

Helpful Hints  
• You should arrive at least 30 minutes early for 

your first class in order to check-in.  After the first 
class, arrive early enough to pick up your name 
badge and put skates on before class starts.  

• We encourage all students to wear protective 
helmets, comfortable clothing and gloves.  Long 
pants, long sleeved shirts, jackets, and knee high 
socks are recommended.
